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PHILOSOPHY 

 

Education is fundamental to our democratic way of life.  The future development of our 

community, state and nation is dependent upon an educated citizenry. 

The Board of Education believes that the primary concern of the public schools is teaching 

and learning and that no person has the right to interfere with the education of children and youth. 

The curriculum in the schools shall be devoted to the fullest possible development of all the children 

and youth in the community who are served by the public schools.  All activities, policies, and 

regulations shall be designed to achieve objectives and goals consistent with this philosophy.   

To this end, the instructional programs of the schools must be constantly evaluated, and 

reorganized when necessary, to provide conditions under which each student can experience 

maximum growth based on his own individual ability and willingness to make progress. 

The Board further believes that the public schools must be committed to instruction which 

opens minds to inquiry and reasoning and which produces responsible citizens. 
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CURRICULUM DEVELOPMENT 

 

The Board of Education charges the Superintendent and his staff with the responsibility for 

curriculum development and planning.  The curriculum will in all cases be consistent with the 

philosophy and policies of the Phenix City Board of Education.

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VOCATIONAL EDUCATION 

 

The Board of Education declares the basic objective of the school district shall be the 

preparation of individuals to function effectively in society.  Vocational instruction shall be designed 

to prepare individuals for entry-level employment in a specific occupational field, or for future 

education appropriate to the student=s occupational objective.  Job and educational placement 

services for vocational education students shall be a coordinated effort involving vocational 

administrators, teachers, and counselors. 

All vocational programs shall be planned and administered in accordance with requirements 

of the State Department of Education and the Board.

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VOCATIONAL EDUCATION - LIVE WORK 

 

The Board of Education requires the following regulations to govern the live work performed 

as part of the vocational education program. 

 
I Definition and Relationship to Training 
 

Live work is work done by students as part of their vocational training 
program.  Such work can be done either in school or on a job location and 
includes service, repair, or production jobs of any and all kinds related to the 
students training. 

 
II Restrictions on Live Work 

 
To avoid competition with private enterprise, live work shall be restricted as  
follows: 

 
(1)  Live work shall be done only when it is essential to training and 

necessary for the acquisition of occupational skills leading to 
employment. 

 
(2)  No person regardless of his connections shall use the Phenix City 

Area Vocational/Technical Center or the Phenix City Board of 
Education for personal gain or profit. 

 
III Release of School Liability   

 
The person, program, institution, or organization for which live work is done  
shall: 

 
(1)   Assume all responsibility for the results of the work being done by 

students; 
 

(2)  Bear all actual cost of materials, parts, and supplies involved; 
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(3) Pay a service charge according to the schedule as established by the 
vocational director and instructor to cover indirect expenses; and 

 
(4) Sign a form agreeing to the above conditions and specifically 

stipulating the work to be performed.   
 

IV Live Work Projects 
 

Live work shall be performed in specific projects for specific individuals and 
organizations.  The scope and extent of each project shall be well-defined 
and documented before acceptance.  Live work projects may be conducted 
for: 
 
(1)  Tax supported programs and institutions; 
(2) Public employees; 
(3) Students in the Area Vocational/Technical Center; 
(4) Charitable organizations which are supported by donations; 
(5) Individuals and organizations provided: 

 
A. Such live work shall not be designed for competition with 

private enterprise; 
B. The circumstances involved are unusual and justifying the 

acceptance of the live work project; and 
C.  The instructor must justify in writing why the live work is 

necessary for the training program and file a signed copy with 
the Director/Administrator or his representative. 

 
V Service Charges for Live Work Projects 
 

The total charges (cost plus a service charge) for live work shall be as  
follows: 

 
(1)  Actual cost of materials, parts, and supplies plus 20%; or 
(2) A minimum charge of two dollars, if the percent charge is less than 

two dollars; or 
(3) A posted service charge approved by the vocational director, where 

appropriate. 
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VI Timing of Live Work Projects    
 

Since the purpose of live work projects is instruction and not profit, 
community service, or service to individuals, determination of when a project 
shall be done and the length of time necessary shall be the responsibility of 
the instructor under the supervision of the vocational director or his 
designated representative. 

 
VII Administration 

 
Administration and control of live work shall be the responsibilities of the 
vocational director of the Phenix City Area Vocational/Technical Center. 
All live work performed shall be approved by the vocational director or his 
representative.  He shall be responsible for the determination and collection 
of all charges and maintenance of appropriate records.  Determination of 
appropriate live work for a shop shall be the responsibility of the instructor(s) 
in that course.  Timing for acceptance of live work shall be the responsibility 
of the instructor.

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SUMMER SESSION 

 

The Board of Education may provide summer school sessions as an extension of the 

instructional schedule for the school district.  The schedule for the summer session shall provide for 

remedial instruction, courses for students who have failed and additional courses for pupils desiring 

a more comprehensive program.  Operations of schools in the summer session when approved by the 

Board, shall be in accordance with guidelines established by the Superintendent or his designee and 

organized in accordance with the standards of the Alabama State Department of Education and the 

Southern Association of Colleges and Schools.  Tuition for students attending summer school shall 

be set by the Board prior to the beginning of the summer term.

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GRADUATION PROCEDURES FOR SPECIAL EDUCATION STUDENTS 

 

The Board of Education shall follow and/or implement the following graduation policies and 

procedures for special education students, effective for students eligible for graduation. 

 
1. Each special education student who successfully completes his/her Individual 

Education Plan (IEP) will be afforded the opportunity to participate in all 
school activities related to graduation. 

 
2. Each special education student who accumulates the required number of 

Carnegie units for graduation, but does not pass the Alabama High School 
Graduation Examination shall be awarded a graduation certificate and 
afforded the opportunity to participate in all high school activities related to 
graduation. 

 
3.   Each special education student who passes the Alabama High School 

Graduation Examination, but does not accumulate the required number of 
Carnegie units for graduation shall be awarded a graduation certificate and 
afforded an opportunity to participate in all high school activities related to 
graduation. 

 
4. Each special education student who successfully completes the prescribed 

program specified in his/her Individual Education Plan (IEP) for high school 
graduation shall be awarded a graduation certificate and afforded the 
opportunity to participate in all high school activities related to graduation. 

 
 

It is the intent and desire of the Board of Education that graduation activities and procedures 

for awarding the standard, advanced, and adult program (or any other type authorized by the Board) 

high school diploma (exit document) to each eligible student (to include special education students) 
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be integrated and identical with no distinctions/differentiation made in regard to the way the exit 

document is awarded or presented.

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INTERSCHOLASTIC ATHLETICS 

 

The Board of Education is committed to the belief that for the learning process for students 

to be complete, additional student activities, such as athletics, must be an integral part of the 

educational program. 

Interscholastic athletics shall be made available for students in the schools of the school 

district.  The Superintendent or his designee shall develop and maintain an athletic program in the 

school district that emphasizes participation of all students and conforms to the guidelines of the 

Alabama High School Athletic Association.  Students shall at all time adhere to the regulations and 

procedures of the athletic program. 

It shall also be the policy of the Board that whenever a student engages in an interschool 

athletic program, he shall have written parental consent and have successfully passed a physical 

examination prior to any type of activity.  All athletes participating in varsity football shall be 

required to purchase their own football insurance through the school or otherwise provide school 

officials with parental certification that coverage is provided by family insurance policies and/or that 

coverage is not desired.  All athletes participating in junior or varsity athletic programs shall be 

required to purchase school accident insurance or provide officials with a parental statement that 

sufficient coverage is otherwise provided by the parent.  The school principal and the athletic 

director shall assure the Board, through the Superintendent or his designee, that the provisions of 

this policy are met annually before a student shall be allowed to participate in any interscholastic 
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athletic activity, including tryouts. 

The Board allows students to participate in as many sport activities and academic activities 

as he is capable. 
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NO PASS NO PLAY POLICY

MISSION: To ensure to the fullest extent possible that students in Phenix City participating in
athletics and other extra curricular activities are eligible to graduate with their
classmates.

The Phenix City Board of Education recognizes the value of athletics and other

extracurricular activities as they relate to the total education of students.  The Phenix City Board of

Education also recognizes and supports high academic standards and the necessity of developing

a framework to annually assess each athletic and extracurricular student’s progress toward

graduating from high school on schedule with his/her class.  This Board of Education also

recognizes that the Class of 2000 and subsequent classes will be required by the Phenix City Board

of Education policy to earn a minimum of 28 credits in Grades 9-12, with four (4) credits each in

science, mathematics, social studies, and English.  

The Phenix City Board of Education prescribes the following regulations for eligibility by

students in this school system to participate in athletics and/or extra curricular activities.

1. Each student in Grades 7-12 must meet all requirements for eligible
participation as outlined by the Alabama High School Athletic Association.

2. Bona fide transfers may be dealt with according to rules of Alabama High
School Athletic Association for sports and rules to be developed by this
Board of Education as it pertains to other extracurricular activities.

3. Each eligible student must meet the definition of a regular student as defined
by the Alabama High School Athletic Association.
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For purposes of definition, athletic events are defined as those recognized and sanctioned by

the Alabama High School Athletic Association.  Extra curricular activities are defined as those in

which a student represents his/her school in an event in which other schools have representation.

This policy is effective with the 2008-09 school year for students in Grades 7, 8, 9, 10, 11

and 12 with eligibility for those students being effective the first day of school, 2008-09.

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THE NO CHILD LEFT BEHIND SCHOOL CHOICE PLAN AND SUPPLEMENTAL  
EDUCATION SERVICES PLAN OF THE PHENIX CITY BOARD OF EDUCATION 

 

The Phenix City Board of Education is fully committed to the elimination of any 

performance gap(s) between students based on levels of affluence.  Accordingly, in compliance with 

Title I of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act of 1965 as amended by the No Child Left 

Behind Act (NCLB) of 2001, the Board adopts the following school choice and supplemental 

educational services policy, hereafter designated The No Child Left Behind School Choice Plan and 

Supplemental Education Services Plan of the Phenix City Board of Education. 

 
PROVISIONS 

 
 
Transfer 
 

In accordance with Title I of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act of 1965 as 
amended by the No Child Left Behind Act (NCLB) of 2001, schools identified as failing to meet 
adequate yearly progress in programs funded by Title I must develop and implement a School 
Improvement Plan.  Any school operating under a School Improvement Plan must provide students 
with an opportunity to transfer to a school that is not currently operating under a School 
Improvement Plan. 

 
Accordingly, if a Phenix City Public School is identified as failing to meet adequate yearly 

progress in programs funded by Title I, the following will be implemented within two months 
following the academic school year during which that identification takes place: 
 

a Notification of parents of students attending that school that the school has 
been so identified and that the Board has an obligation to provide an 
opportunity to those students to transfer to a school that has not been 
designated as failing to meet adequate yearly progress; 
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b Provision of a transfer request form and a time during which parents may 
request transfer; 

 
c Notification of parents regarding location of school to which their child may 

transfer at least two weeks prior to the beginning of the next academic year; 
 
d Students being transferred in accordance with this policy must attend a 

school which has not been identified as failing to meet adequate yearly 
progress in programs funded by Title I; 

 
e Students being transferred in accordance with this policy must attend a 

school where the facility has the physical capacity to house that number of 
students; 

 
f If the capacity to house students requesting transfer does not exist within the 

Phenix City Schools, then the Board will provide the option to as many 
students as possible within the following guidelines: 

 
i First priority will be given to students in the lowest performing 

school; 
 

ii Second priority will be given to students in the second lowest 
performing school; 

 
iii If limited transfer options are available for students in a given school, 

then students from the aforementioned groups will be chosen from 
that school by lottery. 

 
 
Supplemental Education Services 
 

If a Phenix City Public School is identified as failing to meet adequate yearly progress in 
programs funded by Title I for two or more years, the following will be implemented within two 
months following the academic school year during which such identification takes place: 
 

1. Notification of parents of students attending the school failing to meet 
adequate yearly progress in programs funded by Title I for two or more years 
that the Board has an obligation to provide supplemental education services 
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beginning with the next academic school year; 

2. Provision of an approved list of supplemental services which may include 
tutoring and remediation services which will occur outside the regular school 
day; 

 
3. Provision of a request form for such services and a time during which parents 

may request such services; 
 

4. Notification of parents regarding time and location of such services; 
 

5. If requests for supplemental services exceed the amount of the Title I funds 
allocated to the district, priority will be given to serving those students with 
the lowest achievement and the lowest income. 

 
 
Teacher Units 
 

A school where a number of students choose the transfer option may also have teacher units 
reallocated so that the needs of students may be met.  The Transfer Policy of the Phenix City Board 
of Education (File: GBM) will guide such transfers of personnel. 
 
 
Funding 
 

A school where a number of students choose the transfer option may also have Title I and 
other federal funds reallocated so that the needs of students may be met.  Such reallocation will be 
conducted in accordance with Title I of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act of 1965 as 
amended by the No Child Left Behind Act (NCLB) of 2001.

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TEXTBOOK SELECTION AND ADOPTION 

 

The Board of Education is ultimately responsible for the selection of all textbooks used 

within the school district.  A textbook selection committee shall be appointed by the Superintendent 

to study textbooks approved by the State and recommend to the Board those which should be 

considered for adoption.  The composition of the committee shall be determined by the Board. 

Instructional materials, including books, films, and filmstrips, shall be reviewed and 

recommended by selection committees, as appropriate, and the use of these materials shall be 

authorized for the instructional program of the school district in accord with the policies of the State 

Board of Education.

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INSTRUCTIONAL MATERIALS SELECTION POLICY 

 

The Board of Education of the Phenix City Schools is ultimately responsible for the selection 

of school library materials, print and nonprint.  The Board of Education delegates the selection of 

these materials to professional media specialists working in cooperation with administration, faculty, 

parents, and students. 

The primary objectives of the library program of the Phenix City Schools will be to provide 

materials and experience: 

To implement, enrich and support the philosophy and curriculum 

To develop reading skills 

To encourage literary taste 

To encourage discrimination in choice of materials 

To instruct in use of media 

To provide the most timely information available appropriate to the grade level. 

A secondary objective will be to affirm the standards set forth in the School Library Bill of 

Rights. 
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SCHOOL LIBRARY BILL OF RIGHTS 
 

School libraries are concerned with generating an understanding of American freedoms and 
with the preservation of these freedoms through the development of informed and responsible 
citizens.  To this end the American Association of School Librarians reaffirms the LIBRARY BILL 
OF RIGHTS of the American Library Association and asserts that the responsibility of the school 
library is 
 

TO PROVIDE MATERIALS THAT WILL ENRICH AND SUPPORT THE 
CURRICULUM, TAKING INTO CONSIDERATION THE VARIED INTERESTS, 
ABILITIES, AND MATURITY LEVELS OF THE PUPILS SERVED 
 
TO PROVIDE MATERIALS THAT WILL STIMULATE GROWTH IN FACTUAL 
KNOWLEDGE, LITERARY APPRECIATION, AESTHETIC VALUES, AND 
ETHICAL STANDARDS 
 
TO PROVIDE A BACKGROUND OF INFORMATION WHICH WILL ENABLE 
PUPILS TO MAKE INTELLIGENT JUDGEMENTS IN THEIR DAILY LIFE 
 
TO PLACE PRINCIPLE ABOVE PERSONAL OPINION AND REASON ABOVE 
PREJUDICE IN SELECTION OF MATERIALS OF THE HIGHEST QUALITY IN 
ORDER TO ASSURE A COMPREHENSIVE COLLECTION APPROPRIATE 
FOR THE USERS OF THE LIBRARY. 

 
 
SELECTION 
 

Selection of all instructional materials, print and nonprint, will be based upon the following 
criteria: 

artistic quality    superior format 
 

overall purpose   timeliness 
 

quality of the writing/production readability and popular appeal 
 
authoritativeness   durability and price 
 
reputation of the author/artist/composer/producer/publisher/etc.  
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Materials will also be considered on the basis of the following: 
 

Needs of the individual school 
1.   Based on knowledge of the curriculum 
2. Based on requests of parents, students, and teachers 
 
Needs of the individual student 
1. Based on knowledge of the curriculum 
2. Based on request of parents, students, and teachers 

 
Reputable, unbiased, professionally prepared, selection tools will be consulted.  If possible a 

preview of the materials to be purchased will be made. 
 

Before being placed in the Phenix City School Media Center collections, all materials, print 
or nonprint, will be carefully examined to determine appropriateness.  Inclusion in a collection does 
not signify that the materials, print, or nonprint, is to be used for instructional purposes without 
preview.  Before classroom use all materials will be previewed by the teacher to insure that use of 
the materials will achieve the instructional objectives; for example, media designated K-6 may not 
be appropriate for some sixth grade classes. 
 

Because Phenix City School System media center collections may not provide all the 
materials necessary to meet instructional goals, it is often necessary to obtain materials from other 
sources.  When an employee selects materials to meet the instructional objectives from a  
source other than a Phenix City School System resource, it will be the responsibility of the employee 
to see that the principal or his representative is notified that the material may be used.  At least three 
days notice will be given so as to allow time for preview for approval of materials by the principal 
and/or his representative.  Materials obtained from other sources must be previewed before being 
used in the classroom.          
 
 
MEDIA ADVISORY COMMITTEE 
 
Each school will have a media advisory committee.  The basic composition of the committee will be 
the principal of his representative, the media specialist, a teacher and an equal number of parents.  
Additional members of the committee may be appointed if necessary dependent on the size of the 
school. 
 
The media specialist will be chairperson of the committee.  Activities of the committee may include 
assisting in determining the needs of the media center program, developing special media center 
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activities, interpreting media center policies and procedures to the public, and reconsidering 
materials in the collection. 
 
 
GIFTS 
 

Acceptance and disposition of gift materials will be based on the criteria for selection.  Once 
received all gifts become the property of the Phenix City Schools and may not be reclaimed.  
Disposal or retention of gifts will be left to the discretion of the school officials. 
 
 
CHALLENGED MATERIALS 
 

Although care is taken to select valuable materials for student and teacher use, occasional 
objections to a selection may be made by the public. 
 

The following procedures apply to all complaints whether they are from students, parents, 
school personnel or other citizens. 
 

If a complaint is made: 
 

a The complaint should be referred to the principal of the school from 
which the material was received. 

 
b The complainant is invited to submit in written form his objection to 

the material on the form entitled ARequest for Reconsideration of 
Educational Materials.@ 

 
c The media advisory committee of the local school will examine the 

materials.  The chairperson of the media advisory committee will 
have the material available for examination.  The committee members 
will read or view the material in its entirety and examine reviews of 
the material.  The appropriate AChecklist for School Media Advisory 
Committee=s Reconsideration of Instructional Materials@ will be 
completed and submitted to the superintendent and the complainant. 

 
d The superintendent or the complainant may reject the 

recommendation of the media advisory committee. In that case the 
superintendent will appoint a review committee.  The review 
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committee will consist of a principal, three parents from school media 
advisory committees, a media specialist, and a faculty member.  None 
of the members of the review committee will be from the school 
where the complaint originated.  A chairperson will be elected and 
examination of the material will be made. 

 
After examination of the material in question, the appropriate 
AChecklist for School Media Advisory Committee=s Reconsideration 
of Instructional Materials@ will be completed.  The Superintendent 
will present the report to the complainant and the chairperson of the 
school media advisory committee from which the complaint 
originated.  

 
e The complainant has the right to appeal any decision to the Board of

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COMMUNITY INSTRUCTIONAL RESOURCES 

 

Community resources are used by the schools to extend the individual classrooms into the 

community or to bring the community into the classroom.  These activities give students direct 

experiences with the topics being studied.  The Board of Education encourages the extension of the 

classroom into the community and the enhancement of the instructional program through the use of 

the many community resources available.  These resources shall include locations of interest for 

students to visit, community leaders chosen for their expert knowledge and skills in specific areas 

and their ability to assist students in the learning activity. 

 
1.   The community resource shall be chosen because it relates directly to the 

learning goals. 
 

2. The children will participate in activities that prepare them for the 
community resource. 

 
3. Teachers shall observe local school and school board policy when using 

community resources. 
 

4.  Teachers, children, and community citizens shall assist with the development 
of the community resource file. 
 

5. Follow-up activities shall be planned at the conclusion of the use of 
community resources. 
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FIELD TRIPS AND EXCURSIONS 

 

The Board of Education recognizes that field trips and other trips for instructional purposes 

help to provide desirable learning experiences.  The use of well-planned field trips is encouraged.  

All such trips sponsored by the school or any department thereof must be carefully planned in 

advance and must be approved by the Superintendent or his designee before final plans are made. 

Teachers desiring to take field trips or other out-of-school learning experiences shall submit 

an application in writing to the Superintendent or his designee for approval.  Before any trip or 

excursion is taken, written parental permission forms shall be secured for every pupil planning to 

take the trip.  Students who have not submitted signed parental permission forms shall not be 

allowed to participate. 

Before approval of any field trip is given, it shall be determined whether the trip is covered 

by the Board=s liability insurance.  No travel shall be authorized where coverage cannot be secured 

prior to the trip.  In addition, private vehicles shall not be used for transporting children on field 

trips.  Only buses belonging to the school district and driven by certified drivers shall be permitted. 

The Board does not endorse the use of private vehicles to transport students to and/or from 

interscholastic activities.  However, it recognizes the need for additional transportation at certain 

times; and the use of private vehicles may be utilized for the transportation of students to  

Phenix City interscholastic activities provided that (1) students being transported provide the 

school with liability release forms signed by the students= parent/guardian, and (2) all such vehicles 
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are driven by properly licensed adults.  No student shall be allowed to attend activities without 

submission of the liability release forms.  Employees who are required to transport pupils to and 

from interscholastic activities will be covered under the Board=s liability insurance policy, or at the 

option of the Board, will be required to add ADrive other car, broad form liability@ rider to their 

individual insurance policy, with the additional premium therefore paid by the Board. 

Field trips that extend beyond one day or that require overnight accommodations shall be 

required to have Board of Education approval. 
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PROMOTION AND RETENTION CRITERIA 

 
 
 

 
MISSION: TO INSURE SOUND CRITERIA FOR PROMOTING AND RETAINING 

STUDENTS. 

 
 

No student shall be allowed to pass to a higher grade or course level so long as he or she fails 

to achieve at a lower grade level or fails to master the established standards for a particular grade 

level, level of learning or subject matter content achievement level.  The decision as to promote a 

kindergarten student to grade 1 shall rest collectively with that student=s kindergarten teacher, school 

principal and the student=s parent or guardian.

FLAG DISPLAY 

 

The Board of Education directs the United States Flag and the Alabama Flag to be displayed 

from the school buildings or from flagpoles on the grounds during the time school is in session, 

except in inclement weather.  In addition, the flags shall be displayed at all group gatherings open to 

the public such as athletic events and those conducted in auditoriums and other public halls.  It shall 

be the duty of the principal or his designated representative to see that the flags are displayed as 

herein provided and within accepted flag etiquette. 

It is the responsibility of the principals and teaching faculties to instruct students in the 

respect and etiquette of displaying the flag.  This instruction shall include proper behavior to the 

playing of the National Anthem and Pledge of Allegiance.

SCHOOL STORES 

 

The Board authorizes the operation of a school store in each school for the selling of school 

supplies only.  The store shall be open only during those times of the school day that will not 

interfere with the instructional program.  Financial reporting shall comply with all legal 

requirements and other policies of the Board. 

All school store operations must comply with the standards of the Southern Association of 

Colleges and Schools and the regulations of the State Department of Education governing Child 

Nutrition Programs. 
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LESSON PLANS 

 

The Board of Education requires the development of lesson plans by each teacher.  The plans 

shall be developed on a unit or report period and on a daily basis.  It shall be the responsibility of 

each principal to see that teachers under his supervision prepare lesson plans.   

Principals shall be available to assist teachers in developing effective and acceptable plans 

when this service is requested. 

Lesson plans shall be available for inspections by the principal.  The Superintendent shall 

instruct principals and other supervisory personnel to review lesson plans periodically.
